· ASSIGNMENTS  (10 points)  

Assignments earn full credit if submitted on time, work is shown and effort is made to complete all parts. You will not receive credit for a list of answers without sufficient work to justify your answer.  Assignments may be submitted one day late for half credit.
· QUIZZES  (30-50 points)

Most quizzes are announced and are usually given on Friday to assess what you learned that week.  Learn from any mistakes you make on quizzes since they are practice for tests.
Take-home quizzes composed of review problems will be given throughout the year and help to keep you prepared for Quarterly Tests.
· TESTS / PROJECTS (100 points)
All tests are announced in advance.  You should never be surprised by what you see on a test since you will have solved similar problems in your notes, homework and quizzes.  We will always review the day before a test, but do not wait until then to ask questions on material you don’t understand.

Tests will be handed back with the option of completing corrections to earn half the points lost back. 

· CLASS PARTICIPATION (25points per week)

You will earn 5 points per day for participation during class.  Participation includes being prepared and staying on task during the lesson.
· QUARTERLY TESTS

Quarterly Tests will be given at the end of Marking Periods 1, 2 and 3.  Each Quarterly Test will account for 10% of your grade for that marking period.  
The Final Exam will be given at the end of Marking Period 4 and will count as 1/9th of your final grade for this course.
